Each page on your site should have a title, which will appear in the blue title bar of the browser. 

Here’s how:
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Open a page

2. Click on the Modify menu item and select Page Properties.  

3. By default, the Appearance properties are displayed.  Here you can change the background image, text and link colors etc.  I strongly  advise you not change the standard colors of the links, visited links, etc.
