Dream Weaver MX 2004: Working with the Site Map. 
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The Site Map can be very helpful in dealing your site file structure, as well as locating and checking the links within your site.  
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Make sure the Files group panel is expanded so you can view the list of files.  If you cannot see them, click on the down arrow next to Files.
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Click on the down-arrow next to Local View (depending upon how you last viewed your site, this may now display Remote View).


3. You should now see the Map view displayed in the group panel.

4. By default, the file names will be displayed and not the page titles.  For example, the main page of my site is named index.html, the title at the top of the page is DoDEA: Tech Help For Teachers.  So on the site map, you see index.html.   The page title may be more meaningful.  You can change this in the site setup.  In short:

a. Site menu item

b. Manage Sites
c. Edit button.

d. Select Site Map Layout on the left.

e. Click the radio button for Page Titles.

5. In this example, my main page DoDEA: TechHelp for Teachers is displayed at the top most level.  All pages linked off of my site appear under it.  

6. Links written in blue are absolute links
 or links to external pages.  

7. Relative links
 to other pages within the site are labeled in black and will most likely have a small plus (+) next to them.  The plus (+) means that that page has more links to other pages on it.  If you click on the plus (+) it will expand the list so that the other pages are visible as well.  Keep in mind that all links within a site should be relative links.

8. Links in red are broken links and need to be fixed.  This is the main reason to use the site map. 

To Fix a Broken Link:

1. Right click on the broken link (the page whose title/file name appears in red) and select Change Link. 

2. Browse to the file that the link should point to and click the OK button.  In this example, I’ve selected the file Service_Desk.doc, located in the folder how_to. 

3. It will now give you the option to change the link on the original page.  Click on the Update button.

To Fix an Absolute Link:

Any links that are absolute links to files within your site should also be changed to relative links by going through the same process as fixing a broken link.

I have found it best to fix all of the links in the first tier.  Since many of the files have links to the same files within your site, then by fixing the first tier, you’ll also fix most of the subordinate pages.

� Absolute Links are links that use the complete URL such as http://www.techhelp.eu.odedodea.edu.  If you’re already in the TechHelp site (� HYPERLINK "http://www.techhelp.eu.odedodea.edu" ��www.techhelp.eu.odedodea.edu�) and follow an absolute link that specifies the server name again, the browser must go out and query another server again to first find the server (where it started from!).  


� Relative links are links that specify a file location relative to the current page and may look something like eddiv/index.html.   With relative links, we limit network traffic.
